Dear Patient,

You have been scheduled for a magnetic resonance examination (MRI). With an MRI we want to find the cause of your symptoms.

The MRI scanner images your body by means of a strong magnet, so no X-rays are needed.

The examination tends to be rather noiseful, because magnetic coils have to be activated repeatedly, producing a rattling sound. To guard against this noise, you will be protected with a special headphone. If you wish, we can play music throughout the examination.

During the MRI procedure you will lie on a cushioned rest, that moves slowly into the bore of the magnet.

The scanning time averages 10 to 20 minutes. During this time, please relax and try not to move or speak.

Because of the strong magnet you must not carry metallic or magnetic objects into the examination room. Please remove all objects such as piercing rings or studs, dentures, wristwatch, wallet, keys or pocketknife. Beware that hearing aids or blood sugar sensors or the magnetic stripes of credit cards will suffer or be destroyed.

There are no reports of negative effects on pregnant women, but there have been no systematic tests either, so that we generally postpone the examination during pregnancy.

Routinely, the MRI is performed without contrast medium. Sometimes, depending on the suspected disease or first results of the ongoing examination, the diagnostic precision can be enhanced by application of intravenous contrast medium. 
This contrast agent (Gadolinium) does not contain iodine, and thus does not produce the same side effects or allergic reactions as iodine.

However, in rare cases (1:1000) there are mild reactions to the contrast agent. Seldomly there may arise serious side effects (like after injection of most medications or even a bee sting).

In case of renal insufficiency (kidney disease) a skin disease may develop.  
I agree to the injection of a contrast medium if preliminary results lead the physician to ask for it during the course of the examination.
